The following is an outline of the range of duties that can be expected of Classroom Support Staff. These duties may vary from time to time according to the needs of the school and the children but do not change the nature of the job or the responsibility involved.

We want to encourage staff with particular skills or knowledge to use these to broaden the educational opportunities available to all.

Duties

1. To be involved in feeding or supervising pupils at lunchtime at the direction of the teacher in charge. Most pupils will have learning objectives set for the lunchtime period and MTA staff are expected to work within these guidelines.

2. To assist in the personal care needs of pupils as necessary. This may involve toilet training, changing and helping pupils with self care ie washing and drying hands and faces. Once again most pupils will have specific learning objectives in these areas and staff are expected to work within the guidelines.

3. To assist in supervising pupils play either before or after their meal and to encourage social skills and interactions.

4. To be familiar with the school policies and aims particularly the Behaviour Management policy and Lunchtime Policy.

5. To work together with other staff to ensure a consistent approach to the education of  pupils at Mayfield and to develop the team ethos.
